This guide shows
the various possible uses. Some known forms of misuse are displayed as crossed through. Not all
possible misuses are shown, as there is a vast amount of them.

(1) Upper attachment opening, (2) cam ratchet, (3) securing element, (4) lower attachment opening,

Principal materials: body- aluminum alloy, cam ratchet - chrome-plated steel, safety latch -
olyamide, grip - dual-density eleastomer.

Check points

Prior to each use, check to see if there are any cracks, signs of damage, deformation, wear, corrosion
or such marks on the body of the brake

Check the state of the body, the attachment opening, the cam ratchet, the safety latch, springs and
axle of the cam ratchet.

WARNING: Do not use a blocker with worn or missing teeth.

It is necessary to check the condition of the product and its connection to other elements of the
system regularly. Always make sure that the individual elements of the system are connected and are
in the correct position in relation to each other.

Check:

That foreign objects cannot block the function of the cam ratchet, and the situations in which the
catching of the safety latch and opening of the cam might occur.

Compatibility:

Check the compatibility of this product with other components of your system for the given application
(compatibility = good synergy).

Connectors:

Also make sure that the connecting elements used are compatible with connection points (size,
shape, etc.).

Any equipment used with the Ascender must comply with the relevant standards and regulations.
Method of use:

The Rope Ascender is an aid for rope climbing. It slides along the rope in one direction and locks up in
the opposite direction.

The teeth on the cam ratchet grip the braid of the rope and create a grasp of the rope by the ratchet
and body of the Ascender. The indentations on the cam ratchet allow removal of

impurities.

Pull down the securing element and secure it to the body of the Ascender. The ratchet will thus stay
open.

Insert the rope into the groove. Pay attention to the direction of insertion - (arrow). Push on the
securing element so that the ratchet pushes down on the rope. In this position the securing element
prevents accidental opening of the ratchet. Removing the rope

Move the Ascender up the rope and simultaneously pull the securing element down and out.
Operation test:

Each time the aid is installed onto a rope, verify that it locks up in the required direction. Climbing up
the rope:

The handle grip must be properly pulled: down and parallel with the rope. To keep the Ascender from
slipping on the rope, do not burden it under a different angle.

If you cannot maintain the required rope load, for example when traversing or going around securing
points, secure the rope with a snap hook from your connecting element or attach another snap hook
through the upper opening of the Ascender.

Be especially careful when approaching the anchor point. Do not go above the level of the Ascender or
above the anchor point and keep your lanyard always tensioned. In case of a fall, it is the rope that
attenuates the energy of the fall. The closer you are to the anchor point, the more the ability of the
rope to reduce the impact strength is impeded, until it equals zero.

Avoid shock loads near the anchor point. Short Descent:

Gently slide the Ascender up the rope and simultaneously pull the ratchet downward with your finger.
Do not manipulate the securing element; there is a risk of the ratchet opening.

The user is not to carry out any extraordinary maintenance, but is to restrict his or her actions to only
cleaning and lubrication of the product in accordance with the below listed guidelines. Cleaning:
repeatedly rinse the product with lukewarm drinking water (max. 40°C), possibly with the addition of a
gentle cleaner (neutral soap). Leave it to dry in a natural manner, a sufficient distance from direct
sources of heat.

Lubrication: Repeatedly grease the moving parts with silicone containing oil. Prevent contact of the
textile elements with the oil. This operation must be carried out after cleaning and thorough drying.
Disinfection: submerge the product in warm water with a disinfectant containing ammonia salts, rinse
with drinking-quality water, leave to dry and then lubricate. Storing: After cleaning, drying and
lubrication, store utilities individually in a cool, dry, dark place (protect from the effects of UV
radiation), which is chemically neutral (by all means, avoid salty environments), in a sufficient
distance from sharp edges, heat sources, humidity, corrosive substances or other possible damaging
conditions.

Do not store the tools in a wet state! Lifetime and Periodic Inspections

The life of metal and plastic products is 10 + 5 years (5 years of storage in compliance with the
instructions, 10 years from the first use). If the authorised person establishes that the product is not
suitable for further safe use it is competent to recommend discontinuation of further use of the
product even before elapse of its lifespan.

Metal and plastic products must be checked at least once in 12 months by the manufacturer or a
person authorised for inspections of PPE of category Ill and simple structure (hereinafter "authorised
person”) such as IRATA and SPART LEVEL 3 etc. These inspections should also be performed in the
case of emergencies [fall, aggressive chemical environment, mechanical damage or doubt of the
user).
